and related activities that grew at
23.4%, telecommunications  at
12.2%, arts and entertainment at
11.3%, and road transportation at
9.6%, among others.

In spite of the two-day-Sallah holiday, investors traded 2.40 billion shares valued at N111.48
billion executed in 241.31 deals, in contrast to 3.88 billion shares valued at N161.76bn traded in
334,745 deals in the previous week.
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Expectedly, the financial services sub sector was the most active by volume and value. The sub

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sector pooled 1.66 billion shares
worth N48.23bn in 94,812 deals,
thus accounted for 69.07% of the
market volume and 43.26% of the
market value. It was followed by
the services industry with a
turnover of 265.45 million shares
valued at N4.53bn in 19,443 deals.
The ICT industry occupied the
third position with a turnover of
101.85 million shares valued at
NO9.16bn in 24,858 deals.

The three most active stocks during

the week were Fidelity Bank, Access Holdings and The Initiates Plc with combined 903.68 million
shares worth N19.23bn in 22,238 deals, contributing 37.69% of the market volume, and 17.25%

In all, 34 equities advanced this
week, as against 38 advancers last
week. Also, 51 equities depreciated
in price this week as against 55
equities in the previous week.
Sixty-one (61) stocks remained
unchanged in price this week
compared with 53 equities in the
previous week.

During the week, 4.69 million units

of Exchange Traded Funds were

traded by investors, valued at N569.77m in 5,505 deals, as against 5.98 million units worth
N815.89m in 7,876 deals that were traded in the previous. The most active ETFs were VETBANK,

VETGRIF30, and VETGOODS.
